DEERS provides a monthly file containing the cumulative history for all sponsors activated since September 11, 2001.  Specifically, records are extracted from the DEERS database, if the following conditions are met:  
· Begin/End Entitlement Condition Dates include September 2001 or later
· Sponsor Status (Member Category Code) is Guard or Reserve.
· The personnel entitlement condition type is either 1 or 2 (recall or activation).

Files are provided in fixed length, text format.

Organization and batching

Each month’s data file is a complete replacement of the prior month.
